YOUR CONCERNS!

 “Our students haven’t done much orienteering - I’m not sure they have enough experience in map-reading and navigation. Is this event suitable for them?”
Yes. These Championships have been organised for both experienced and inexperienced student orienteers. 

· “A” courses will challenge students who are familiar with the sport. Courses are set with controls just off the handrails - paths/fences. There is only a small difference between A and B course standards.

· “B” courses and “Pairs” courses are to encourage those with little or no experience.: school-ground orienteering experience is fine. Courses are set mainly along the handrails – paths, tracks, fences.

“My teaching schedule is tight –

 will I be required to do much preparation for the day?”

All orienteering requirements will be prepared by Orienteering Victoria. This includes allocation of start-times, preparation of competition maps, control cards, control descriptions and results. Your responsibility is to enter your students  and then get them safely to and from the event! Familiarisation with the map and basic orienteering procedures will assist your students in approaching the day confidently.

“What happens on the day?”
Each student is allocated a start-time. At their appointed start-time, students use their pre-marked map to navigate to all the control points in sequential order until they reach the Finish. Based on previous Championships, teachers can expect most students to complete their courses in 20-45 minutes. 

Results for each student is calculated and then displayed.
           At the Presentations: 

          1st, 2nd and 3rd place-getters in each age category will be presented with an award. 

There is an award “Best School” (overall), as determined by points which are allocated to the top ten place-getters in each age category.
