	RECOMMENDATION

The VOA Board should review the OA Annual Conference  minutes with regard to Risk Management and also the legal opinion received by OANSW on “Liability, Insurance and Privacy”
as it relates to Victorian law 

and how it affects orienteering in Victoria in general and Street O in particular.

Issues that should be addressed:
1. Course setters who are not members of the VOA or incorporated clubs

2. Course setters who are setting courses for clubs other than their own.

3. Notification to competitors of the risks and liabilities.
4. The requirement for a signature from competitors.
5. Notification to competitors  that the event is run on behalf of ...(OA VOA)

ISSUES, CONCERNS & RISKS
3. Street O season tickets receive a discount and are restricted to VOA members. John Sheehan reports that this caused some dissatisfaction in the Western region and suggests that there should be a season ticket (without a discount) for non VOA members. Apart from the convenience, the season ticket apparently encourages people to attend (somewhat akin to a gym membership) once they have spent the money.
4. Issues that flow from a review of the OA Risk management policy. Details are in the Recommendation above. Thanks to Don Fell for highlighting these issues
