Main positive response is that Chris Norwood has expressed an interest in controlling Easter 2013 (but is unavailable for 2011). Of Victoria’s IOF event advisers, Kathy Liley and Jon Sutcliffe would both be in a position to do something if required but are reluctant to take on the full task due to extended absences during 2011; have not yet heard from Alex Tarr. A controller has also been sought (without success to date) for the 2010 Victorian Long Championships.

· Review of pre-entry system for non-championship Victorian events; Ted van Geldermalsen to coordinate.
