Since returning from leave much of my time has been spent working with Clemenger BBDO Advertising Company - on the Fosters’ PURE BLONDE advertising campaign. 

Quest for Cash- Fosters/ Clemenger BBDO
My role has been to help plan and carry out a ‘Quest for Cash’ navigational adventure challenge. Initially the You Yangs was selected as an ideal location – both photographically (80%) and navigationally (20%)– site visits and full planning took place. Then Parks Victoria closed the park due to asbestos being ‘found’ within the park – which needed to be removed. A second location was chosen – The Cathedral Range east of Melbourne. This area provided many challenges for me – lack of suitable map, extreme steepness, BUT it was GREAT photographically!! The ‘Quest for Cash’ challenge took place on Friday 8th April. Everything went smoothly with the map and selected locations considered accurate and safe, with minimal risk to the contestants. I also undertook the Contestants briefing. The winner took home $90,000 and the loser $10,000

Flood Recovery Grant
an application for a flood relief grant has been submitted to SRV, to the max value of $2000, for work at Brimbank Park Permanent O Course. I am hopeful of an early decision.

Fire Recovery Grant

One of the mapped areas granted remapping funds was Toorourrong Reservoir Park. As the area was extremely devastated by the fires, Parks Victoria and Melbourne Water are taking the opportunity to: upgrade the reservoir by increasing the height of the dam wall, and to revamp the design of the entire park. In conjunction with Rex Niven from Nillumbik Emus O Club it has been decided to not proceed with any mapping because the area will not be ungraded by the August deadline nor will the vegetation have recovered enough to make it a pleasant orienteering experience. In fact it is a 5 – 7 year project. SRV has approved transferring the grant money to Yarra Valley O Club for the development of the Hawkstowe Park map (Mernda) which will then be a replacement area for the Victorian Primary Schools Champs.

Recent advice from the Ranger is that there have been delays in the insurance assessment of CRP due to Parks Vic prioritising The Prom damage and repair! I have been requested to relocate the 5 sessions booked for May to other parks. Confirmation of the situation will be on 29th April ( Day 1 of Term 2 for schools).I am pessimistic of early works completion. The necessity to move majority of the school sessions has required increased work, time to obtain additional permits and to work with schools in agreeing to use another more remote location. The area at Gembrook has more inherent risks for people management as a result I have had to increase the number of staff working on these days.
