ORIENTEERING AUSTRALIA – IT COMMITTEE MEETING – EASTER 2011 
Kathy Liley attended as the sole Victorian representative but couldn’t offer much as I don’t have knowledge of much of what they were discussing!
Others present were Bill Jones (OA President who chaired the meeting), Robin Uppill (SA and OA Technical Director), Tim McIntyre (Qld), Alex Davey (NSW), Paul Prudhoe (NSW), John Harding (OA Exec Officer and ACT).

1. Committee Chairperson:  Tim McIntyre agreed to take over as IT Convenor – provided Bill continued to chair this meeting.  He sounds like he’s ready to get to work so would be good to contact him to discuss any Vic issues.
2. Results System and Statistics:

· (KL does not know the foibles etc of this website, nor the extent to which VOA is currently using it, so all I could do was listen.)
· The OA plan for this section of the OA website was to get their statistical summaries from that website.  So they really do want all our event results to be reported there.
· Some discussion about the problem with entering street O scores.  

· Recognised that it is fiddly and time consuming to put street O results in.

· NSW? – said they put their results into an excel spreadsheet, then a tabbed text file, and then upload to OA website.

· The ACT uses OE2010 for recording their street O results.  Norm Johnson has developed a macro to change that format to what is required.

· Tim Mc is prepared to look into this and if necessary/possible pay someone to do some work to fix it.  KL SUGGESTS that the VOA contact Tim to discuss what our needs are in this respect.
· Comment made that Victoria’s statistics are needed urgently for ASC reporting: No. of participations, No. of events, No. of members.  (This was repeated at the AGM the next day: OA funding from the ASC relies on being able to provide these statistics.)

3. Website
· There was some discussion about the OA Google Groups.  A check if people were using it and understood how it worked.  Comment that B.Arthur and C.Feuerherdt knew all about it so KL tuned out!

· Reiteration of discussion at the November conference about dissatisfaction with social.fx which wasn’t giving all that had been promised.  Current tender out for someone to document what is required – no response as at Easter but some expectation that a WA person would nominate once the Easter event pressure was off.

· Want to be able to do online memberships

· SA and WA do membership with an online form and bank transfer.  (Print forms out for those without internet access.)
· NSW is looking at adopting Transition Zone and abandoning their banking Merchant Facility

· WA – casual members – a new person can fill out an online form to give name and email address, prior to attending the event.  So this saves them doing this at the event.

· Noted that if OA changes from social.fx that this may have some ramifications for states who adopted social.fx – apparently the fee that OA pays to Social.fx also has a state component.  (Some uncertainty about this – need to check with Blair.)

4. Online Entries
· ACT, SA, WA & NSW use Transition Zone for major carnivals.  TZ will give reports that are compatible with OE, and also excel download reports.  They all seem pretty happy.
· Can do manual (Admin) entries eg for those without internet, or those who do not have to pay for particular events (eg life members)

· There is a set up fee for each ‘event’ ($150 quoted), but it is a one-off fee for a carnival, and maybe could be done to be a one-off fee for a series eg OY series for the year.

· OA may be able to get a standard entry system (if states agreed!) and may be able to negotiate an overall fee for a series.

· Noted that while there is a 4% (?) cost, we do have the money.  So might be better than waiting for pay on the day!

5. SI Equipment & Software

· Question about who has/is moving to OE2010.

· ACT has moved to OW2010.  Commented that it’s a busier screen, but good once you get used to it.  Less contrast in the colour though which can make it a bit hard to read in some situations.  Has better networking.
· Apparently the license cost depends on the number of entries: <150; 400-500; 1000; or >1000.  A bit difficult when many events are a bit over 150!  And each club has to have their own license.

· SA is considering upgrading.

· NSW is discussing upgrading their laptops before Oceania Champs.
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
