2011 levies 
Event levies are one of the sources of income for both Orienteering Victoria and Orienteering Australia.  The others are club affiliation and memberships.  There is some income from grants – from Sport and Recreation to run the office and from Vic Health for administration of the grant.

Orienteering Victoria’s general expenses (excluding promotion and development, events and grant disbursement) will increase next year in line with CPI.  Our income will have to increase by a similar percentage if we want to continue the same activities. 
Proposal 1: that the levies increase by 3% next year apart from resolving an inequity in the club bush events and the country local event levies.

Club bush events and country local events
Club bush events are run by metropolitan clubs and include the Sunday Special events mostly near Melbourne as well as the Maxi 3 hour event, Hageby race and others.  The levy for these events is $3.20 for members and $7.20 for non members.
Country local events are run by Bendigo OC, Eureka OC and Albury Wodonga OC.  The 2010 levy for country local events is $1.50 for both members and non members of Orienteering Victoria.

The proposal put by the treasurer and accepted by the Board of Orienteering Victoria in September is to class all these events under the same heading for levy purposes and charge them at the same levy rate

.  

Proposal 2: that the club bush events and country local events have the same levy rate of $2 per senior. 

Proposal 3: that there is no non-member rate for levies on club/country local events

These events are very suited to newcomers and should be kept simple in organisation.
Non-member status depends on both the entrant and the person on registration acknowledging it. There is no good reason why this should be imposed by metropolitan clubs and not country clubs.

(Maybe in future we could make the state series ‘members only’ events once the pre-entry system is established which can cope with the membership list)

Will the new rate still collect the same amount of money?
By rough calculations:

If country local levy rate is increased from $1.50 to $2 it is raised by 33%. 

Increase of levies by 33% from $3,326 to $4,423

If club event rate is lowered from $3.20 to $2 it is lowered by 38%.

$1,443 less 38% is $894

Total levies would be $4,323 plus $894 which would be $4,507

Now, total club and country local is $4,769

Hopefully the new club events series proposed by the metropolitan clubs will attract more people and more events. Consequently the total levy amount will increase, making up the difference.
