ACTIVITIES & PLANS

1. Main activity is this weekend’s Australian MTBO Champs. Looks like it will be the largest Champs so far with 154 entries, rivalling the 2004 champs in Qld that were held in conjunction with the Foot O champs.

2. Online entries were done using Register Now and has proved quite satisfactory for both competitors and organisers. Ruth might have an opinion on their weekly payments into our account and invoice statements, but generally very easy to set up and manage and well worth their small commission to be done with handling lots of money and manual entries.

3. We added an option for purchasing SI cards when entering (as many MTBO regulars seldom get the chance to purchase) and sold 9 cards.

4. Progress on next year’s calendar of events has stalled a bit, but after this weekend, we should be able to wrap up the MTBO events on for 2011.

5. The Champs are the final round of the Australian MTBO Series with Victoria in a good place to take out many of the classes, so will report on that after next weekend.

6. The 2010 Vic MTBO Series concluded with the South Australian Champs at near Nelson on the SA/Vic border last weekend. The Long Champs were just over the border in SA and the Middle race was in Victoria at Mt Richmond. For the record, our 7 round Vic MTBO Series saw 2 rounds held in NSW (Albury) and one in SA (Donovans).
