ACTIVITIES & PLANS

1. Equipment review completed and committee members updated as to status.

2. New version (#11) of SportIdent program (“OE2010”) now released.  BG has purchased a “club size” copy.  Will require review.

3. Decision on spending of additional (6 month) grant funds ($2,000) pending.

HIGHLIGHTS

4. Equipment working as expected with only minor repairs required.  Printer problem at Champs event was a hardware (ink/head) problem.  Having one printer will remain a risk as they are cheap, unreliable and without a backup unless clubs provide their own printers (as has been suggested in the past).

ISSUES, CONCERNS & RISKS

5. New version of OE is a major upgrade and will require some complex consideration, e.g. it is now licensed according to the number of entries it will handle.  Decisions will be needed on who buys licences (clubs/State/OA?).  However there is no pressing need to decide on upgrade in the immediate future.

6. SI hire sticks suffering small unexplained losses/disappearances.  May require more intensive overview.
