2011 National MTBO Series – Funding Proposal for Elites and Masters
Background
1 Victorians have represented Australia in World MTBO Championships since 2002. In the 2010 MTB WOC in Portugal, Adrian Jackson won one gold medal (Sprint) and two silver medals (Middle and Long-Distance).  As Australia’s most successful MTBO athlete, Adrian Jackson has a won a total of five gold medals (2004, 2008, 2009 (2 medals), 2010 in the Middle Distance, Sprint and Long-Distance, two silvers in 2010 (in Middle and Long Distance in Portugal), two bronzes in the Long Distance (2004, 2005) and a bronze in the 2004 Relay. The VOA has generously supported each of our WMTBOC athletes with grants since 2002. In 2010 all four  Australian M21-E (Jackson, Randall, Cusworth and Lebbink) were from Victoria.  
2 Victoria riders have won the State MTBO Shield at the Australian Championships every year except 2006 (when the Australian MTBO Championships were held in WA).
3  Victoria won/tied for first in all categories in the 2010 National MTBO Series. Victoria was 1st in the Individual Men 21-E (Alex Randall), and W-20E (Julie Sunley) and 2nd W21-E (Carolyn Jackson), and 2nd in M-20E (Heath Jamieson). See reverse side for Top 5.  
Assumptions

1 Victorian riders will go to Round 1, Victoria, 2011 National MTBO Series on 9-10 April at Spargo Creek with no funding as these are the Selection Trials for WMTBOC and WJMTBOC in Vincenza, Veneto, Italy (20-28 August).
2 Victorian riders will go to the 2011 Australian MTBO Championships (Sprint, Middle, Long) in Beechworth, Victoria for Round 3 National MTBO Series (14-16 October) where the State MTBO Shield will be contested.  Since the event is in Victoria, no funding will be sought for transport or accommodation. 
3 Round 2 of the 2011 National MTBO Series will be in Queensland and Round 4 in NSW. Partial funding for transport and accommodation is sought for Round 2 and 4, 2011. 
4 For the Victorian MTBO Nuggets to be competitive in 2011 we must have two athletes in each of the four elite divisions – M21E, W21E, M-20E, W-20E and in the eight Masters divisions – M40-, M50-, M60-, M70+, W40-, W50-, W60-, W70+.
5 The most difficult round to field a full team will be in Queensland at Round 2, 30-31 July and the final round in NSW 22-23 October.
Funding Proposal for 2011
1 Funding will be made available for athletes entering a National MTBO Series class 

(M/W21-E, M/W-20E, M/W 40 to 70+) in Round 2 (QLD) or Round 4 (NSW).
2 Funding will contribute to petrol, car hire and partial accommodation expenses for the weekend. Shared car and accommodation will be facilitated.

3 Funding from the Victorian MTBO fund (presently $2000 earned from bbq’s and sale of Vic Nugget tops) will be matched by the VOA for up to 30 riders. The maximum VOA contribution for Round 2 and 4 in 2011 will be $2000.

4 The Victorian MTBO manager will reimburse the selected athletes with cheques or direct deposits from the VOA Treasurer. 
5 The VOA will continue to financially support our 2011 Victorian WMTBOC and WJMTBOC (20-28 August in Italy) athletes with individual grants.
