Points

· Funding has been increased: Cat 2 sports (us) apply for projects $70,000-$120,000

· Must employ dedicated staff on min of 0.6 EFT

· Must target-one only of the unrepresented community groups Eg Disabled, Indigenous, New Arrivals, Women.

· All projects MUST trial the “Everyone Wins Toolkit” put out by VH.( includes – organisational change, active participation, coaching, leadership, administration and governance.

· Must develop partnerships with other organisations.

· Must have capacity to undertake project.

· Project must be sustainable beyond funding phase.

· Must attend VH training/planning/ forums and meetings ( approx 8 per year).

· Must provide annual workplan

· Progress reports

· Project Evaluation

· Annual Financial report
This is BIG money. 

One project idea is to employ Rob Preston, who lives in Gippsland, to work in the Gippsland Region to develop programs with either New Arrivals or Indigenous people in the Moe, Morwell, Traralgon areas.

Does OV have capacity to support such a project?

Is OV better to target the OA ‘increasing participation’ grant which is tagged for Victoria to work in a Regional area with the concept of mapping for park/ Street O in these areas. Money available definitely for 2 years – if successful then yrs 3 and 4. Amount seems a bit fluid but around $10,000pa.
