Appointment of organising clubs for 2012 Victorian Championship events
Search for carnival coordinator for Easter 2013

ACTIVITIES & PLANS
1. Planning needs to commence for the 2012 event program. Whilst some of this will depend on more general decisions to be taken (such as an evaluation of the success of the Melbourne series, which is shortly to get under way), some items should be resolved as soon as possible, such as identifying dates, organising clubs and venues for the 2012 Victorian Championship events. 
HIGHLIGHTS

2. The Victorian State Series has been successful this year. Attendances at the four events to date have been in the 180s and 190s, the highest consistently achieved (apart from events with significant interstate participation) since the 1990s.  

ISSUES, CONCERNS & RISKS
3. Planning for major events after the 2011 Oceania Carnival needs to continue. Major events for 2012, apart from the Victorian Championships, will be the NOL rounds in March (now confirmed by OA) and the 5-days at the end of the year (although this is still to be confirmed with OANSW). There were tentative discussions with Waggaroos some time ago about the possibility of a joint QB3 in 2012 or 2013 but nothing more has happened with this – will follow up. Further ahead, we need to start making preparations for the 2013 Easter carnival, including the appointment of a carnival coordinator.
4. There is a continued need to recruit and upgrade controllers. OA is holding a Level 3 course during the Oceania Championships week which we should encourage our Level 2 controllers to attend. We will also need to run a Level 1 and 2 course at some stage in the not-too-distant future, possibly late this year or early next after Kathy Liley returns to Melbourne. Events requiring Level 3 appointments in the next two years are the March 2012 NOL events, Easter 2013 (Chris Norwood has agreed in principle to do this, assuming he is back in Australia), and possibly the 2012 5-Days if a World Ranking Event is run in connection with the event (I will probably do this one myself, assuming I am an IOF Event Adviser by then). 

5. There will be continued requirements for fine-tuning of championship and State Series rules, although there appears to be broad satisfaction with the existing structure so radical changes are not currently on the agenda.
