School Sport Victoria (SSV)

I arranged a meeting with key staff and myself on June 9th, to discuss the possibility of official recognition by SSV of the Victorian Primary Schools Orienteering Championships.

Since SSV has restructured and the primary and secondary sections have been combined, there is now no problem in supporting VPSOC. This means that SSV will include details of these championships in the yearly handbook (along with the VSSOC details already included), which is the main handbook for PE teachers in Victoria.

SSV has also agreed to promote other State Championships thru its monthly emails to all schools. This month will see the Victorian MTBO Schools Champs promoted.

Parks Victoria

Despite Victoria’s Premier ( Mr John Brumby)  announcing  that as from July 1st 2010, all entry fees will be removed from National Parks and Metropolitan Parks, OV will still be charged ‘participation fees’ !!!!!!!!!!

Brimbank Park – have restructured the permit system.

A charge of $1.70pp will be charged, starting from July 1st 2010.

Cardinia Reservoir Park – contrary to my last report when I stated that Melb. Water would happily work in with OV regarding the running of school sessions in this park. The Head Ranger at Lysterfield, John Goodman, has decided to over-rule this decision and so NO sessions can be run until at least mid September.( as a result I have had to transfer many sessions to Gilwell Scout Camp at Gembrook – further to travel and more expensive).

Permit System for Eastern Metro Parks

The whole system has apparently been overloaded and computers were failing! Numerous requests for permits were not acknowledged. New Ranger in charge of permits now. He will endeavour to finalise all permits within 4 weeks. Some of my permit applications are 6 months in the waiting.

This will give the organisers breathing space between events and allow time to review and adjust the competition as is needed.

We will discontinue with the magazine advertising because for the enormous costs (up to $1000 per 1/3 page/ edition) the return is small.

It has been a good awareness program but in talking around the scene with Adventure Race organisers, they agree they most of their enquiries and entries come via the links on websites.
