Club bush events
Purpose of this paper: 

1. to propose a series name “club bush events” to incorporate similar events 
2. to create a common levy structure for the series

A series called “Club bush events”
Under the existing arrangements there are a number of events with a very similar structure; they use coloured maps and take place in the bush. They include those ‘Sunday Special’ events run by metropolitan clubs and country club local events. There are some other events which do not have the rules and regulations of the state series.  Mostly they have a simple organisation - minimum infrastructure, few courses, one or two helpers.
The purpose creating a single series: 

· to provide a series which can be advertised to newcomers who have to try and navigate all the events on offer.  These events would have some predictability about them and the simple relaxed structure of the events suit someone new to the sport.  
· to provide events attractive to the regular orienteer who presently is complaining of not enough bush events.  Many of these people can get the information they require by going to the appropriate websites.
 A common levy structure for club bush events
The present senior levy for these events are $1.50 if classified as a country local event and $3.20 (OV member) for the same event organised by a metropolitan club. There is a $7.20 levy for senior non OV members only applied to the metropolitan clubs.  The rationale for these differences in levies is not clear and may be based on past reasons.  
I propose the following:

1. The levy for these events is decided by the number of entrants at the event and not the location of the club.
I suggest $2 for events with up to 25 entrants and $3.30 for events with more than 25 people taking part. (Whatever mix of rates and cutoff between the numbers should deliver Orienteering Victoria the same total levy amount over the year.)
2. There is only one levy rate for members and non-members.  
Non-member status depends on both the entrant and the person on registration acknowledging it. There is no good reason why this should be imposed by metropolitan clubs and not country clubs. 
3. Club bush events should be identified as a series on the calendar 
Events may suit people living near Ballarat, Bendigo or Albury/Wodonga or Melbourne suiting people who live near those places.  However the calendar (online or paper) should give anyone the information to go to another area.
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
